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Fiscal Consequences of Change in SIL

In the forthcoming issue of the SIL News, we will see the final conclusions of the SIL Futures Committee (Brian Moss,
Chair), which was formed by President Likens as a first step toward constructive change in SIL. SIL members, and
especially national representatives, must evaluate the recommendations of the committee. Context for the evaluation
includes numerous factors, one of which is money.

SIL has an annual operating budget of approximately $180,000 US, but has expenses that exceed this amount by about
$15,000 annually (Figure 1). Regular and student members pay about $68,000 in dues per year. The balance of the budget
comes from library subscriptions to the SIL Proceedings ($25,000), page charges that authors pay when their articles
exceed the maximum length for publication at no charge ($27,000), investments ($30,000), and miscellaneous other
sources ($30,000).

Looking to the future, we cannot confidently anticipate any great increase in revenue for SIL. It would probably be
inadvisable for SIL to increase dues, except for small increases that offset inflation, because an increase could result in
loss of members. SIL must maintain at least its current membership size in order to afford the services that it now provides
to members. As shown by Figure 1, any change in library subscriptions or page charge revenues could be damaging.
Therefore, any change in SIL publication practices must be considered from this perspective.

Expenses for SIL mainly are accounted for by publication of the proceedings, routine communications (news and
circulars), and administration (Figure 1). SIL congresses are self-supporting through registration fees and host-country
contributions.

While SIL has few options at present for earning additional money, it would seem possible to save money by making
greater use of electronic communication and publishing. The Futures Committee will likely be proposing some options of
this type. The great question, which is not easy to answer, is whether a move toward electronic communication and
electronic publishing will have negative feedback on membership and library subscription revenues.

The SIL newsletter probably is the easiest point of entry for change. At the SIL Congress in Finland, it was decided that
SIL should move toward electronic distribution of the newsletter in order to reduce mailing and printing costs. There has
been a delay in implementation of this decision, however, because it is not clear how many of our members are without
reliable electronic communication.

Numerous professional societies have adopted electronic communication for their newsletters in order to save money. The
Ecological Society of America and the Society of Wetland Scientists are two examples. Other societies, including ASLO,
have retained their printed newsletters. ASLO has followed the strategy of making the newsletter (“ASLO Bulletin”) a
more substantial document with citable articles that have been reviewed, in addition to regular news.

There seems to be little controversy about the failure of electronic newsletters to attract the same attention that printed
newsletters do. Because SIL congresses are spaced at multi-year intervals, the only tangible tie between SIL and its
members between congresses is through newsletters and circulars. While it seems very simple for an individual who has a
computer to download the newsletter, this small difficulty in locating the newsletter and looking at it on a screen is
enough to discourage many members from looking at the newsletter. On the other hand, the presence of a printed
newsletter attracts the eye and commands at least brief attention. Therefore, we must consider weakened communication
as a potential cost of using an electronic newsletter.
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Electronic publication is more difficult to evaluate than electronic communication of news. While numerous journals
make electronic copies available for back issues, and sometimes with only a brief delay following publication, very few
have entirely abandoned printing. One reason is the requirement of libraries to have paper copies that can be archived. If
paper copies are not provided, libraries may not wish to subscribe, or may demand a much lower subscription price. Thus,
revenue from library subscriptions may be imperiled by electronic publication.

It is unclear how SIL members would react to a system of electronic publication for the SIL Proceedings, with no paper
copy. There is potential for SIL members not to value the electronic publication as much as they do the paper publication,
which might in turn cause a weakening of content for the Proceedings or a decline in membership. These are only
speculations, but they have financial implications and implications for the stability of membership.

While no easy answers are available, it is clear that policies involving communication and publication may have financial

liabilities that offset, or more than offset, the financial benefits of moving away from paper. This issue deserves thorough
discussion and consideration before final decisions are made at the meeting in Montreal.
